The Brutal Seal Hunt Continues

Dear Friend,

In early March the ice floes of Eastern Canada are
a breathtaking vision: an endless sea and sky filled
with white as far as the eye can see. In one of
nature’s most beautiful spectacles. hundreds of
thousands of baby harp seals call out to their
mothers, alone on the ice for the first time.

But then the sealing ships arrive. What was once a
scene of peace and innocence becomes a makeshift
factory of terror and cruelty as the ice is covered in
blood. These helpless baby seals, some as young as
two weeks old, are clubbed or shot to death for their
fur. Many will even be skinned alive or die trapped
under the ice after being injured.

AW hum mondors sk tielr fives each year by
taking to the ice to film the hunt, documenting the
cruelty and sharing the truth about the seal hunt with
the rest of the world.

Belgium, Italy, the Netherlands, Germany, Mexico and Croatia in speaking out against Canada's
cruel, unsustainable, and unnecessary slaughter of harp seal pups.

In the coming year, IFAW will continue to alert politicians and the public to the many problems with the
hunt, document alleged violations of the Marine Mammal Regulations and support crucial scientific
research on harp seal population issues.

The majority of Canadians are opposed to the hunting of seal pups under any circumstances. Together,
we can help make their wishes come true.

On the opening day of the Gulf seal hunt, IFAW
monitors bore witness to the astounding cruelty of
baby seals being shot in loose ice. One sealing
vessel followed by an IFAW team searched out
small pans of ice for seal pups. firing at seals on
slushy, moving ice.

Seals were seen in agony after being shot at and
injured, but not instantly killed. One seal was hauled
alive onto the deck of the boat with a steel hook
before finally being beaten to death.

The lack of ice in the Southern Gulf this year led to a mortality rate for baby seals estimated at more than
90%, vet sealers continued to wipe out the last remaining survivors.

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Dear Friend,

From the dense forests along the Kapuas River in
Central Kalimantan, dozens of endangered
orangutans were driven from their dwindling jungle
habitat in Borneo by months of land-clearing fires in
the Fall of 2006 that covered the region in a choking
haze.

My name is Jennifer Miller. I am an Emergency
Relief Responder for IFAW and the author of
IFAW’s Animal Rescue blog. I want to share this
story with vou of the brave rescue efforts that I
participated in with the Bornean Orangutan Survival
Foundation-Indonesia (BOS) to rescue orangutans
that were taken for medical treatment to centers in
the Indonesian provinces of Central and West
Kalimantan.

‘Wild fires are unfortunately commeon in Indonesia
and have wreaked havoc for years, causing farm
owners to lose their farms as well as their
livelihoods. Hundreds of animals have burned in the process as they attempt to run from the flaming
jungles, with the fires escalating to disaster levels on both Borneo and Sumatra islands.

Fewer than 60,000 orangutans remain in the wild in Indonesia — nearly 90 percent of their habitat
destroyed by illegal logging, poaching and cut-and-burn farming practices. If the rate of deforestation
continues, experts predict that orangutans will disappear from the wild in around a decade.

BOS has the largest rehab center in Borneo which currently cares for 500+ orangutans. They have saved
300~ orangutans in just the past 3 years!

Most of the rescued orangutans were beaten by humans after fleeing from the burning jungle to nearby

plantations, but several were treated for respiratory problems and burns. Many of these orangutans had

already been rescued and rehabilitated and sent back into the wild by BOS just months ago, only to have
to be saved again from the burning palm oil plantations which spread into their forest.

1 hope you will continue to come along with me as I continue to share my stories of IFAW's emergency
relief efforts around the world. As difficult as the situation is for these animals, it would be virtually
hopeless for them if we weren't here to help. Thank vou for your continuing support!

Listen to the secret lives of elephants

Elephants are an extremely important animal
ion, both biologically and i

They re known as “keystone” species because of
their significant influences on other animals and on
African and Asian ecosystems.

Elephants contribute enormously to national
revenues generated through ecotourism. Hoswever,
elephant populations in parts of Africa and Asia
have declined dramatically over the last twenty
vears. They continue to face many threats, including
deforestation. human encroachment, weak park
management and the booming illegal international
trade in ivory products.

IFAW is collaborating with the Bioacoustics
Research Program (BRP) at Comnell’s Laboratory
of Ornithology on an Elephant Listening Project
This groundbreaking work records clephants’ low-
frequency "infrasounds,” or rumbles, which are
inaudible to human ears. This acoustic menitoring
system enables wildlife experts and regional and
national governments to assess and monitor the
numbers and health of clephants by cavesdropping on the sounds they make

A Secret Look into the Sodial Lives of Elephants

The Elephant Listening Project was founded in 1999 with the primary focus on forest elephants, a sub-
Species of the African elephant, which live in deep equatorial rainforests where sightings are rare and
taking a visual census is impossible. Elephants make powerful infrasonic calls (below the level of human
hearing) which travel long distances. Those calls are then analyzed with visual observations to correlate
elephant numbers and behaviors.

Acoustic monitoring can be used to determine migration patterns, hotspots of elephant activity, and
responses to rapid environmental or habitat changes resulting from logging, mining. or human settlements
Recordings from elephant habitats also provide information on human activities, including gunshots and
vehicle noise which helps to identify poaching threats. Unlike other monitoring efforts, acoustic menitering
causes almost no disturbance to local wildife

Biologists and acoustic engineers have focused on two sites in Africa: Dzanga-Sangha National Park in
the Central African Republic and Kakum National Park in Ghana. In the first year of the project, field
biologists logged more than 17,000 elephant calls from Dzanga-Ndoki National Park. This information
provides important insights into the behaviors of forest elephants in the context of age, sex, known
associations, individual elephant characteristics, and how elephants experience their many-layered social
world

Continual imp:  to the acoustic monitoring will allow evaluation of current conservation efforts
and provide information critical to the fiture of this species. Another acoustic project partially funded by
IFAW is slated to begin this vear in Gabon that will focus on the impact on wildlife from seismic testing
and other aspects of oil exploitation initiated by the Chinese in Gabon’s exquisite Loango coastal park.

The importance of this work is growing as the wild parts of the world are shrinking. I will keep you
updated as we continue to learn more about these majestic giants and find new ways to help save them
from the increasing threats they face.

Armed with assault rifles, poachers greedy for ivory
pump magazines of armor-piercing bullets into an
innocent herd of elephants

Elephants are highly intelligent social creatures that
create lifelong relationships. They cry, play, have
incredible memories, and even laugh!

But when an elephant walks by the ivory-stripped
remains of a murdered loved one, they stop stll:
pausing sorrowfilly to roar and mourn. Elephants
can stand vigil over dead herd members for davs,
even covering the bones with branches and dirt.

Tilegal wildlife products such as ivory products are
distributed online at tremendous speeds that go
completely unchecked: a trade so large it is now
estimated to be second only to illegal trafficking in
drugs and weapons.

Tvory poachers illegally kill 4,000 elephants in Africa each year; an average of eleven
elephants per day. Every time a new elephant is killed, the risk of extinction increases — raising the
market value of ivory and the likelihood of further poaching.

Wildife rangers are losing their lives protecting elephants from ruthless gangs of heavily armed poachers
that operate freely across national African borders, but the rangers are greatly under-staffed and under-
equipped. Without our help, they will lose the fight.

IFAW is working with enforcement agencies like Interpol to apply crime-fighting techniques such as

DNA testing to catch poachers From Africa to China, we're working with local leaders to rebuild wildlife
parks and create new sanctuaries, rescue individual elephants. and train and equip rangers to combat
poaching.

Certain regions of Asia and Africa may be completely emptied of their elephants if we don’t act
now. I simply can’t stand by and do nothing while this goes on, and I know you can't cither

Elephants never forget, and neither should we. Help elephants now. Call for a 20 vear ban on ivorv trade
